TRASH AND RECYCLE BINS 

• All trash must be INSIDE the grey rolling trash bin 

• All recycle must be INSIDE the blue rolling trash bin 

• NO TRASH can be left outside of the bins (they will not pick it up) 

• ONLY Yard Waste (tree cuttings, etc) can be left on the ground 

at the front of your yard… do not put them in a bag… just 

leave them in a neat pile to be picked up. 

• TRASH / RECYCLE / YARD WASTE picked up every Weds.

They own the cans and they are county property so if they are 

damaged call & they will schedule to replace them.   If you have excess, ask a neighbor 

that has room if they would let you use theirs too or save it for next time.  Do not move 

them from their site without permission as that is county property assigned to that site 

and is tracked by them! The only bulk pick up for those items are the first Wednesday 

monthly. Do not put anything out until Tuesday night and make sure they are at least 

3 feet apart from each other. We want our park to look nice so also remember to put 

them away Wednesday or Thursday. 

 

During this holiday season may we continue to be thankful and enjoy our 

neighborhood as we look forward to the New Year 2020!
